Dr Carmona was born in Madrid, Spain and studied medical school in Cordoba, Spain. She trained in Allergy and
immunology at the 12 Octubre Hospital in Madrid. After finishing her residency/fellowship, she moved to Mayo
Clinic, Rochester to do her PhD project. She studied the alternative pathway of NFKB. After concluding her PhD,
she did a postdoc at Dr. Limper’s lab where she studied host immune response to fungal pathogens. She
finished her IM residency and fellowship at Mayo Clinic and was part of the clinician investigator training
program. During that time, she expanded her research to understand sterile inflammation and the role of
pattern recognition receptors in the acute injury and repair mechanisms.
